The Roots of Progressivism

· Progressivism – collection of reform ideas and activities

· Socialists – wanted to distribute wealth more equally 

· Dissatisfaction with laissez-faire economics and extreme poverty

· Labor Movement – unions formed to reduce hours and gain better wages and working conditions

· Municipal Reform – home-rule to protect cities from domination of state governments

· Muckrakers – journalists who alerted the public to wrongdoing in politics and business

· History of the Standard Oil Company – written by Ida Tarbell – criticized the unfair practices of the Standard Oil Company
· Lincoln Steffens – wrote about corruption in politics
· How the Other Half Lives - Jacob Riis – described poverty, disease, and crime that afflicted NYC neighborhoods
· The Jungle – written by Upton Sinclair – describes the horrors of the meatpacking industry

Goals of Progressivism

· Reform organizations – nativists, prohibitionists, purity crusaders, charity reformers, social gospel adherents, settlement house workers, and Populists

· Expanded role for government – regulating economic activity for essential services

· Women work for reforms - Florence Kelley – leader in the work for labor reform

· Attack political machines and bosses
· Cities take over utilities
· Provide welfare services
State Reforms

· More power to voters 

1. direct primaries – voters vote on nominees for upcoming elections

2. 17th amendment – voters choose senators

3. initiative – propose new laws by petitioning

4. referendum – petition that law be approved by voters

5. recall – remove public officials from office

   Federal Reforms

· Theodore Roosevelt’s Square Deal – uses arbitration to settle labor disputes
· Anti-trust Activism
· Protecting the Environment
· New Labor Department
· New Constitutional Amendments – 16th – 19th Progressive Amendments

Women’s Suffrage

· Susan B. Anthony – leader of women’s suffrage movement

· NAWSA – National American Women Suffrage Association

· WWI – helps encourage women’s suffrage
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   Roosevelt Presidency

· Roosevelt’s Square Deal revives the presidency
· Believed that trusts and other large business organizations were very efficient and part of American prosperity, but some were hurting the public interest

· Northern Securities  vs. United States – victory in trustbusting

· Coal Strike of 1902 – Roosevelt used arbitration to put down strike

· Bureau of Corporations – new federal agency to investigate coporations and publicize the results

· Hepburn Act – tried to strengthen the Interstate Commerce Commission by giving it the power to set railroad rates

Conservation
· Roosevelt’s Newlands Reclamation Act – authorized the use of Federal funds from public land sales to pay irrigation and land development projects
· Gifford Pinchot- head of the U.S. Forest Service
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Taft Presidency

· Roosevelt’s top lieutenant
· Taft and Roosevelt are opposites
· Payne-Aldrich Tariff – intended to cut tariffs; cut tariffs hardly at all and actually raised them on some goods
· Ballinger- Pinchot Controversy – Ballinger accused of selling public lands for personal profit;  Taft fires Pinchot and back s Ballinger
· Established the Children’s Bureau and Mann – Elkins Act
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Election of 1912  

· Theodore Roosevelt – Progressive Party
· William Taft – Republican Party
· Woodrow Wilson – Democratic Party
· Wilson’s New Freedom wins election
The Wilson Years
· Regulated the economy
· Underwood Tariff – reduced the average tariff on imported goods to 30% of the value of the goods
· Reformed the banks by establishing the Federal Reserve System
· Antitrust Action – Clayton Antitrust Act, Federal Trade Commission
· Created Federal Aid and Social Welfare programs 
Progressivism – Legacy and Limits
· Legacy – New kind of government that protects workers and regulates business
· Limits – fails to address African American reform issues
