Section 1

Mobilizing for War

· U.S. converts the economy for wartime production

·                                       – government agency permitted to make loans to companies to help them cover the cost of converting to war production

· Tanks replace cars and liberty ships are built

·                                       – set priorities and production goals and controlled the distribution of raw materials and supplies

·                                       – settle arguments between organizations

· Liberty ship – basic cargo ship used during the war (welded, not riveted)

Building an Army

·                                       – plan for the 1st peacetime draft in U.S. history

· New Draftees were called GI’s because of their government issued clothing
· Segregated Army – African Americans had separate barracks, latrines, mess halls, etc.
·                                       – plan to achieve double victory – a victory over Hitler’s racism abroad, and racism at home

· Benjamin O. Davis – Highest ranking African American officer in the U.S. Army

· Segregated army but by 1943 integrated military bases

· Tuskegee Airmen – African American fighter pilots trained out of Tuskegee, AL

· WAAC -                                        – first to allow women in the military but not part of regular army

· WAC –                                       – replaced WAAC

· Americans were not well trained, most had no previous experience

· Most officers had never led men in combat

The Early  Battles
·                                       – U.S. commander of the U.S. Navy in the Pacific

·                                       , commander of the U.S. Army in the Pacific

· Bataan Death March - U.S. troops are forced to retreat from Bataan Peninsula

· Japan attacks Philippines and falls to Japan

· The Doolittle Raid – B-25 bombers attack Japan

· U.S. defends itself against Japanese General Yamamoto at the Battle of Coral Sea

·                                       – American victory, turning point of the war in the Pacific

Turning Back the German Army

· U.S. begins to fight in Europe with Morocco and Algeria in order to help the British fight German troops in Egypt

· American forces led by General George Patton defeat Germans and gain control of North Africa

·                                       – German submarines sink 360 American ships

· Convoy system to protect American ships

·                                        – Soviet forces defend against Hitler, turning point of the war in Europe

Section 3

Life on the Home Front 

· Women and minorities gain ground – Rosie the Riviter – character who showed women in factories helping war effort

· A. Philip Randolph organizes a march on Washington to fight discrimination

·                                       – no discrimination in employment in defense industries or government because of race , creed, color, or origin
·                                       – Mexican farmworkers, employed by govt, help in the harvest

A Nation on the  Move 

· Housing Crisis – govt allocated $1.2 billion to build public housing, schools, etc.

· Race riots break out all over U.S.

·                                       – riot between soldiers and sailors against Mexican zoot suiters

· Japanese Americans are relocated to internment camps

·                                       – ruled that the relocation was constitutional because it was based not based on race but military urgency
· In 1988, Reagan gives $20,000 to each surviving Japanese American who had been interned
Daily Life in Wartime America
· Wage and price controls –                                       – stabilized prices and wages

· Blue Points, Red Points – rationing coupons, each family got a book of coupons

· Victory gardens and scrap drives

· War bonds are sold to finance war 

· American goal is to win the war

Pushing the Axis Back

·                                       – Roosevelt and Churchill agree to step up bombing of Germany – strategic bombing

· Allies attack Sicily

· Italian King arrests Mussolini and takes him out of power

· Hitler and Germans take control of Northern Italy and put Mussolini back in power

· Allies take control of Cassino and Anzio, Italy and force Germans to retreat

· Roosevelt and Stalin meet at Tehran

· Stalin agrees to launch full scale offensive against Germany in France

· Roosevelt and Stalin agree to break up Germany after war

· Stalin agrees to help U.S. defeat Japan after Germany

· Proposal to create an international peace organization

·                                       – code name for the Allied planned invasion of France

·                                       – date for the invasion, June 6, 1944

Driving the Japanese Back

·                                       in the Pacific – hopping from one island to the next, getting closer to Japan

· Pacific fleet commanded by Admiral Nimitz

· Gilbert Islands, Marshall Islands, Mariana Islands, Philippines

· General MacArthur leads major invasion of the Philippines

· Japanese use                                        attacks – suicide flyers

The War Ends

· The Third Reich Collapses

·                                       – Hitler’s final defeat to the Allies

·                                       – Victory in Europe Day, May 8, 1945

Japan is defeated

· Harry Truman becomes president

· Americans defeat Japanese at Battle of Iwo Jima

· Napalm bombing – fire bombs

· Americans capture Okinawa

·                                       – code name for the atomic bomb

· J. Robert Oppenheimer – leader of the atomic research team

· Enola Gay drops “little boy” on Hiroshima, Aug 6, 1945 and “fat man” on Nagasaki on Aug 9, 1945

·                                       – Japan surrenders

Building a New World
·                                       – international organization to keep peace with a Security Council of 11 members

·                                       – International Military Tribunal tried German leaders suspected of committing war crimes

· Of 21 Nazi leaders, 3 acquitted, 7 imprisoned, 12 sentenced to death by hanging

· More trials held, 21 leaders executed, 107 imprisoned

· Trials also held in Japan
