Course Description:

This course serves as a capstone to the study of America’s history in grades 5-8.  The focus is on the Revolutionary period to the present, looking at the forces that shaped and continue to shape political, economic, and social institutions and the impact of those forces on the development of the United States in the twentieth century.  The course may be taught chronologically, topically, and/or thematically.  This course will include historical perspectives, economics, geography, government and civics, and culture and society.


Senate Bill One requires that students be given an End-of-Course exam in English II, U.S. History, Algebra II, and Biology, each counting as 10% of their grade. The End-of-Course exams are tests created by ACT and are part of their college-readiness program. It is extremely important that you talk with your student about his or her grades throughout the year and the possible effect of the End-of-Course exams. Failing the end-of-course exam could cause him/her to fail the class if he or she has maintained a low average throughout the year.
